ñUnderlying the principle of the common good is 
respect for the human person as such, endowed 
with basic and inalienable rights ordered to his or 
her integral development. It has also to do with 
the overall welfare of society é[including] the 
family as the basic cell of society.  Finally, the 
common good calls for social peace, the stability 
and security provided by a certain order which 
cannot be achieved without particular concern for 
distributive justice; whenever this is violated, 
violence always ensues. Society as a whole, and 
the state in particular, are obliged to defend and 
promote the common goodò.
